Subject: - "Drainage Improvemeént Programme ( DIP )".

The Staté is facing problem of waterlogging-due-to drainage congestion in the
irrigated and un-irrigated command and urban centres. The problem of drainage
congestion in the cultivated area is mostly due to the flat terrain of the command, in
adequate carrying capacity of the drainage system, poor outfall condition of natural
drains and rivers due to siltation and shoal formation. Heavy to very heavy rain fall
during a short time also-leads to inundation. Due to water logging and poor drainage
facilities, the crop productivity of the most predominant erop paddy in the command has
not-improved much. Rather, it has remained stagnant for past few years. To raise the '
crob productivity and to retrieve the. fertile irrigated -and un-irrigated command, it is
Tecessary to improve the drainage facilities. Further, issues of urban flooding, poor
drainage condition in the areas around  wet-lands and deteriorating condition of urban
water bodies are required to be addressed-appropriately to safe guard the life and
property to the maximum possible extent. i

With a view to redress the above difficulties, the State Gove.rnment have decided
to launch a new Plan Scheme namely, "Drainage Improvement Programme (DIP)' with
an outlay of Rs.1000.00 crore to be implemented over a penod of five years i.e. from

2014-15 to 2018-19.-

" The Scheme w:ll be operational in the seventeen nos: of Doabs facing dramage
congestion where a parl of agncultural land is mostly waterlogged due to poor drainage,
select urban oentres and low Iymg area around wetlands where ﬂoodmg for a Ionger_
penod possess threat to the !lfe and property of the affected people.



The salient features of the scheme are enumerated below:

Scheme Objectives:

The main objectives of the scheme are as follows:

i»  Retrieval of about 1,789,000 ha. of cultivable area,

ii. Increase in crop productlwty by an average of 10% in the area of influence,

iii. Improved farm-gate accessibility through about 100 Km. of earthen embankment,

iv. Arresting saline ingress in around 10000 ha. of Gross Cultivable Area (GCA)

V. Reduction of inundation time through improvement of carrying capacrty by way of
removal of shoals and islands etc. from rivers and drainage channels and river mouth
clearance.

Vi lmproved natural drainage facilities in select urban centres and areas facmg acute
drainage problem around wetlands through gravity or pumping arrangement.

VII. Renovation and de-silting of select urban water bodies.

Selectiort Criteria:
Prioritization. of the works will be made keeping in view the extent of drainage
congestion of the _agricultural land, period of inundation dunng monsoon and

investments made for drainage improvement in the recent past.
Criteria for pnontlzatlon of works in the drainage channels will be as follows:

a. Drainage channels not able to carry the discharge due to deterioration..

b. Drainai‘ge channels not renovated during last five years. :

c. Drainage 'ch‘an"nels having 'ability to provide incidental irrigation after
renovation/fimprovement. :

The selection of drainage projects shall be based on a hOllStIC approach and
demand of vﬂlagers / beneficiaries satisfying the requrred technlcal considerations.
Urban centres urban water bodies and area around wetlands will be considered on a
~case to case baS|s The projects to be lmplemented during the first year will be

islands etc. from the rivers, drainage channels and river mouth clearance, 'improvement
of drainage in urban centres, area around wet lands and improvement of urban water
bodies, the project proposals will be prepared following the provisions in the guidelines
for DIP. Clearance of the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) will be taken for. the
proposals before submission to Department of Water Resources for approval.
Implementation and financial Arrangements:

The scheme will be implémented‘thirough the existing set up of Department of Water
Resouroes following the avauable standard arrangement. The year-wise and component-
